School Circular for January (F.2)

Please take note of the following issues.

(1) Swimming Gala

The 57™ Swimming Gala will be held on 3™ January (Friday) at the Victoria Park Swimming Pool in
Causeway Bay. Students must wear neat school uniforms and arrive at the venue before 8:30 am. Students who
will participate in the swimming competition must wear swimming trunks and swimming caps. (Please refer to
the Chinese version for Map and instruction to the swimming pool). Mr. Wong Wing On, our graduate in 2009,
will be our guest to present the prizes and deliver speech to us. The Swimming Gala will end at about 12:30pm,
students can go home on their own and there will be no classes in the afternoon.

Those who will participate in the Swimming Gala must fill in the “Parents’ Consent Form” to indicate your
son is in good health and agrees to participate in the event, otherwise he will not be allowed to participate in
the events.

(2) Diversified Learning Day

In order to broaden students' learning horizons, explore their potential and interests, our school's
extracurricular activities team holds a "Life-wide Learning Day" every year.
