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Starting in Term 3, the lunchtime opening of Room 406 is now renamed English
Clubhouse. Gone are the themed activities when students come on different days
of the week. Instead, we want to create a more organic space for simultaneous
English conversations. Now, during English Clubhouse, the floor is organised into
small groups. Students can freely join any circle at any time to find different board
games and entertainment, with only one rule — speak in English! It is a good time
to put some English into practice and have fun with teachers outside of the class-
room. It is also one way to earn English stamps!
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Our school has held an exciting Creative Writing Course in term 3 for a group
of students made up of S1 and S2. Every Thursday for six consecutive weeks,
native teacher Mr. Gio led the sessions, with engaging activities and interactive
tools designed to ignite students' imagination and foster a love for writing.
One highlight of the course was when students were introduced to Al tools
that assisted them in writing more creatively and accurately. Witnessing their
enthusiasm, it was evident that this approach sparked their interest and
enhanced their skills with the written word.
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On 19 January and 3 May, two runs of Music Hour were held in the Flamma Cafe. As a collaboration
between the English Department and the Music Department, four S5 students took the stage and
performed their favourite songs, featuring classics such as  “Nothing’s Gonna Change My Love for You”
and other beautiful songs. We loved the electric atmosphere in this mini-concert as students from differ-
ent forms came together and cheered for their peers. We hope opportunities like these serve as another
way for students to enjoy English outside the classroom.

This term we have arranged a course on English short stories and another on workplace English for our
S4 and S5 students respectively. In the short stories course, Ms. Wong led the students to delve into
some short classics, and slowly work their way to extend the discussion with their imagination. At the
same time, Ms. Fung gave the students a taste of how to prepare for a job search. Hopefully, the
experience let our students enjoy the interesting and make the most out of the practical side of English.

Creating posters is a fun and interesting way for students to encapsulate their learning, and it also works
as a good platform for further learning activities, such as giving presentations. That is why the English
Department held a poster competition for our S1 and 2 students as one of their level activities.

For S1 students, they were tasked to design a poster to look for a missing person which was inspired by
their reader Pied Piper of Hamelin; for S2 students, they were asked to create a poster to promote a

destination in our home country. 6 winners were chosen, they all got amazing prizes and had their great
work put up around the school campus!
